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v CONTINUANCES

Town of Barnstable/Conservation Division. Mystic Lake, a 148 acre deep kettle hole lake located in Marstons
Mills, Barnstable, experiences chronically low oxygen in its bottom waters during summer. Under these conditions,
phosphorus is released from the bottom sediments. This internal release of stored nutrients is the primary source of
total phosphorus to the lake, which is leading to increasing productivity in the form of algal blooms. To
significantly reduce the internal phosphorus recycling and improve ecological and recreational functions of the lake,
a nutrient inactivation (i.e., alum) treatment is proposed. SE3-4773

Vi OLD & NEW BUSINESS

A Revisions to the Town of Barnstable Conservation Commission Fee Schedule promulgated 6/02/09. Only

two categories of fees are proposed for change: 1) After-the-Fact Filings and 2) Enforcement Order Response
Plans. After-the-Fact Filings fees would now be specified in dollar amount. Enforcement Order Response Plans
(where no after-fact filing) would remain at $200, but the “ ** - at discretion of Conservation Commission”
qualifier would be deleted. The proposed changes would look like this:
