Background 

Bay Lane Ballfields is located at 625 Bay Lane Road. The 
amenities provided include one (1) baseball field, one (1) softball 
field, two (2) tennis courts, and one (1) batting/pitching area. The 
softball field has two (2) dugouts and one (1) bleacher.  

There are unpaved parking lots by the softball field, the tennis 
court, and the baseball field. The parking lots have no accessible 
parking spaces. There is also one portable toilet provided by the 
baseball field. 

Key Accessibility Issues 

Exterior Accessible Routes 
Accessibility issues include lack of accessible routes to team 
seating and to the boundary of sport activity at practice fields and 
the tennis courts. In addition, there are cross slopes that are 
greater than the maximum allowed, excessive changes in level 
and surfaces that are not stable, firm and slip-resistant.  

Parking 
Accessibility issues include lack of a van accessible parking 
space at each parking lot.   

Additional Accessibility Issues 
• Lack of an accessible portable toilet.

Order of Magnitude Cost Estimates 
• Renovate parking lots: $12,078
• Provide accessible routes to the boundary of sport activity,

between areas of sport activity to team practice and team
seating areas, and to the tennis court: $11,360

Total: *$23,438 

*Note: Cost to provide new accessible team seating at the fields
and an accessible portable toilet is not provided.
