 Renewed effort to push for designation 2019

* Grant funded Consultant through CLC to assist
Town contracted in early 2020



* Preliminary approval by
DOER/Green Communities for
existing solar by-law.

* Will need letter from legal
counsel noting that nothing
precludes review within 365
days
