The Department of Energy Resources and
the Town of Barnstable was awarded
$42,328,000 from the DOE as part of the
Transmission, Siting, and Economic
Development Program. Funds will be used
to install a renewable energy microgrid at
the Barnstable High School to reduce
energy expenses and eliminate greenhouse

gas emissions.

$389 Million Multi-State Award
for Transmission Upgrades

As part of the “Power Up New England”
application, a Massachusetts-led coalition of
New England states will receive $389 million
from the USDOE Grid Innovation Program
for significant investments in regional electric
infrastructure including to ready the onshore
transmission system for up to 4,800

megawatts of additional offshore wind.

Cape Cod Bridge Replacement
Award of $372 M from the Multimodal
Project Discretionary Grant program for
the phased replacement of the Cape
Cod bridges, beginning with the
Sagamore bridge.

An additional request of $1.06 B from
the Bridge Investment Program (BIP) is
still pending decision from USDOT.

Coastal Habitat Restoration
Award of $5 M from NOAA to
transform retired cranberry bogs to
resilient coastal wetlands.
