
The Town of Barnstable is taking the current situation very seriously and will not tolerate 
any action that may compromise the health and safety of sta� or other beach patrons. 
Failure to comply with these restrictions will result in �nes, ejection from the beach 
and/or revocation of your permits. If it is found that the public as a whole cannot adhere 
to these new restrictions and guidelines, additional measures may need to be 
implemented including further restrictions and potentially the closure of our beaches.

BATHROOMS will be open at Veterans, Kalmus, Keyes (Sea St.), Covell’s, Craigville and 
Dowses beaches 9:00 AM - 4: 30 PM.  Portable handicap toilets will be available at 
Covell’s, Dowses and Loop beaches.  Dumpsters will be available.

MONITORING - Gates at Craigville, Covell’s, Dowses will be sta�ed to monitor for safety 
and explain beach guidelines on weekends until June 27th when all beaches are 
expected to be fully sta�ed until September 7th.  Parking management will be issuing 
warnings and citations.  Police will likely be ticketing at Long Beach and seen at all 
locations to assist where needed.  Lifeguards will start June 27th.  All sta� are CPR/ First 
Aide certi�ed.
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
